Every Undergraduate student must submit a completed Senior Audit form before being
considered for graduation. Failure to pass in a Senior Audit will exclude you from the
graduation list. Senior Audits are due on April 7%, the calendar year before you plan to earn
your degree.

What is a Senior Audit?

This form is extremely important to start the process of auditing your account to make sure you have met all of
the All-University requirements for graduation. If you don't submit a Senior Audit, your account will not be
audited for graduation, and you will not be included on the graduation list.

How do I fill out a Senior Audit?
It's much easier than you think! The Senior Audit form mirrors Degree Audit on AARC, listed under the
Student Menu.

1. Log into AARC through connection.simmons.edu

2. Under the "Student Menu," click "Degree Audit” (12th option down from the top)

3. Using the information there, you will be able to fill in your Senior Audit
