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Non-degree Policy

Enrollment in certain non-degree courses may require the consent of the program director. Non-degree
students may enroll in up to eight credits (typically two graduate courses) before being formally admitted
to a degree program. Ifyou take the courses in separate semesters, you must earn a grade of B (3.0) or

better to enroll in the second course.

Semester Dates

The Spring semester runs January 20 through May 3, however there are certain disciplines and courses
that may begin before the formal start of the semester. Courses are offered in varied formats throughout
the term.
