· Meet with your academic advisor and submit the titles of the courses you want to take
      for pre-approval.
When you return
· Request that your study abroad program send your transcript to the Office of the Registrar at Simmons College.
· Submit the following information for each course you take to your MLL academic advisor and the department chairperson for final approval:
a. Course description

b. Syllabus

c. Course work completed (assignments, papers, projects)
