Simmons College Pre-Law Program offers Simmons students the opportunity to take advantage of a range of counseling services while at the same time they pursue the major of their choice—satisfying their intellectual curiosity and preparing for the law school application process simultaneously.

Unlike premedical programs, which are quite specific and virtually obligatory for medical school candidates, prelaw "curriculum" is largely a myth. While no particular curriculum path is the ideal route to law school, Simmons' strong academic programs, small classes, and extensive opportunities for student/professor interaction and independent learning are an ideal preparation. The best preparation for law school is a high-quality liberal arts education where you can develop outstanding writing, communications and critical-thinking skills

As student who is considering law school after graduation, you should make an appointment with me to discuss specific interests and plans. My role is to organize extra-curricular activities of interest to prelaw students: lectures, meetings with lawyers who are Simmons alumnae, and field studies or internships related to law. I am also available to help with the application process. 

This handbook is a good tool to start your law school application process.  NAPLA has prepared the Pre-Law Guide for those considering the legal profession, for undergraduates preparing for legal study, and for candidates applying to law school.
