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SPEAKER AND HONORARY DEGREE RECIPIENT

Harriette L. Chandler ’83MBA		

Speaker, Commencement Ceremony,  
Doctor of Public Service, Honoris Causa

Harriette L. Chandler, the first person from Worcester to serve as 
President of the Massachusetts Senate, is a graduate of Wellesley 
College, received an MA and PhD in International Relations and 
Government from Clark University, and an MBA from Simmons 
University School of Management. She holds honorary degrees from 
Worcester State University, Clark University, Becker College, and WPI.

She began her political career when she was elected to the 
Worcester School Committee in 1991, followed by three terms in 
the Massachusetts House of Representatives and became the first 
Worcester woman to be elected to the Massachusetts State Senate. 
She moved up through leadership positions in the Senate becoming 
the second woman in Massachusetts history to serve as Assistant 
Majority Leader, the second woman to serve as Majority Leader, and 
second female as Senate President.

Throughout her career in the Massachusetts Legislature, she served on numerous committees, always focusing on 
public health and housing. Her very first major bill while still in the House enabled women to stay in the hospital 
for 24 hours after giving birth, and just before she retired from the Senate, she was the lead sponsor of landmark 
legislation that legalized abortion by making it a part of the Massachusetts constitution.

Dr. Chandler was actively involved outside of the State House as well, having served as a co-chair of the Reforming 
States Group Steering Committee of the Milbank Memorial Fund, which represents members of the legislative 
and executive branches of state government and focuses on health care reform. She was the President of the 
Executive Board of the Women’s Legislative Network of the National Conference of State Legislatures (NCSL), 
and served as a State Director of Women in Government, a corporator of the YWCA, the Greater Worcester 
Foundation, the Worcester Art Museum, and the United Way of Central Massachusetts. She played an active role 
in establishing women’s portraits in Mechanics Hall and serves on the Worcester Democratic City Committee and 
the Massachusetts Democratic State Committee. She is currently the Class President of her Wellesley College Class 
for the second time since graduation and continues to host a TV program formerly known as Beacon Hill Chat, 
now known as The Chandler Chat, on WCCA which has appeared weekly for more than 25 years. She continues her 
concern for homelessness and affordable housing by working to develop innovative approaches in Worcester.

She is the widow of Worcester attorney Burton Chandler whom she met her first day at Wellesley College.  
They have three grown children and four grandchildren.

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ACADEMIC REGALIA 
In today’s academic procession, the academic mace, carried by the Chief Marshal, is the symbol of the power of 
colleges and universities to confer degrees to candidates who have earned the privilege of the degree. The Simmons 
faculty, Board of Trustees, graduating students, and honorary degree recipients wear a variety of gowns, hoods, and 
caps. Academic regalia dates back to the earliest days of the world’s universities in the fourteenth century. 

The gown for the bachelor’s degree is blue, has pointed sleeves, and is designed to be worn closed. The master’s degree 
gown has oblong sleeves and may be worn open or closed. The doctoral degree gown has bell-shaped sleeves and may 
be worn open or closed. Doctoral gowns often correspond with the official color or colors of the college or university 
that conferred the degree.

Today’s master’s and doctoral degree recipients will be wearing the hood appropriate to that degree.

Caps, often made from different materials, always match the color of the gown. Tassels are blue; in some cases, 
however, doctoral caps are accompanied by gold tassels. 

At the Simmons Commencement, bachelor’s degree recipients who are members of Academy, the University’s 
academic honor society, wear blue and gold cords. Students wearing light blue and dark blue cords are Kotzen 
Scholars. Boston Scholars are wearing blue and maroon cords. Bachelor’s degree recipients who have achieved the 
academic grade point average for Latin Honors are wearing the following cords: cum laude, red; magna cum laude, 
silver; and summa cum laude, gold. Bachelor’s degree recipients who have completed the four-year Honors program 
wear blue and white cords. Dotson Scholars are wearing purple and gold cords.
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
